If a community determines that it desires a public library, it can be formed according to the 
provisions outlined in the Official Code of Georgia. In doing so, it becomes involved with 
Georgia Public Library Services (GPLS) the state agency for libraries in Georgia.  GPLS is a 
unit of the Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia. Its chief executive officer 
is the Assistant Vice Chancellor of Library Development and Services, the State Librarian.  
Primarily, GPLS administers state and federal funding and coordinates statewide initiatives.  
Consulting services are also available. 
 
State funding is provided for professional salaries, library materials and operational support.  
The funding is apportioned by formula to the library systems on the basis of population and 
geography. Local funding authorities are expected to provide funding on a permanent basis.  
The local funding authority (in this instance the Gwinnett County Board of Commissioners) 
must maintain equal or greater funding from year to year.  It is referred to as ‘Maintenance 
of Effort (MOE)’.  Failure to do this would result in the loss of state grants, services and 
access to some federal aid.    
 
GPLS also issues service standard recommendations. Outside of physical building square 
footage, the library normally focuses on standards for access, materials, and technology.   
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
